CELL MARKERS AND CYTOGENICS

Specimen Collection:
May be collected and sent Monday - Thursday.


Friday is for EMERGENCIES only.

Bone Marrow
Aspirate 1-2 cc of marrow using a heparinized syringe.  Place marrow into sterile tube containing 0.2 ml sodium heparin (1000 USP Cell Markers units/ml).  Tubes are obtained from Hematology.  If special tube not available, a standard green top tube (Heparin) may be used.

Bone Marrow
Heparinize a sterile syringe using 1000 USP units/ml Heparin.  

Aspirate 1 - 2 cc of marrow and place into a tube containing RPMI media.
Cytogenics
Media tubes must be refrigerated when not in use and should be pink in color.  Discard any media that has turned yellow.  Tubes are obtained from Hematology.  Bring to room temperature prior to use.

Blood:
1-2 green top tubes.

CSF:
Place CSF into tube containing RPMI media.

Number of markers performed will be determined by cell recovery.

Lymph Node:
Place tissue in tube containing RPMI media.

Procedure:
1.
Collect specimen as written above.

Complete SPH requisition fully.

3.
Indications for testing are to be written in the comment section.  Required entry.

4.
Specimens must be received by 2pm and are sent out same day.

5.   Same day shipping is necessary to maintain cell viability.
