	Individual or Family that meet HUD definition of homeless, must be disabled, must be willing and able to enter supportive service agreement with a partner agency, low income (per HUD standards), reasonably able to live independently and adhere to common lease provisions.
	Applicants are connected with a provider or providers on the Shelter Plus Care committee, and then assessed for eligibility and fit.  The participant enters a renewable one-year lease with a private landlord, and a Housing Assistance Payment Contract is established between the landlord and the Schenectady Municipal Housing Authority; there is no limit on the term of assistance.  Participants pay 30% of their monthly adjusted income towards rent and SMHA pays the difference to the landlord; there is no minimum income requirement.  Participants of the Shelter Plus Care Program reside within Schenectady County, and are expected to maintain compliance with the lease, as well as expectations outlined in their supportive service agreement.  Case management services are available through various service partners.

	Veteran must be living and in household, have at least 1-day active duty, Any Discharge status (except dishonorable), must be homeless, must be willing to provide documentation of status, income, benefits, must be low income (per HUD standards), must be able to reside safely and independently in a private unit and be willing to sign a lease agreement, if choosing to leave Schenectady County must be willing to locate a county within our catchment area.

	VHCH SSVF rapid rehousing program is a short term, intensive, rapid rehousing program for veterans and their families who are homeless or literally homeless. Our SSVF program does also have a prevention of homelessness component, if eligible and appropriate. Veteran participation and associated case management and rehousing services are expected to be completed within a 90-day time frame, should a veteran or veteran family require more services, case management, etc. they will be reevaluated for eligibility and enrollment following the 90-day window. All referrals are evaluated by the program manager and SSVF staff for eligibility and appropriateness. Should a veteran or veteran family be determined eligible and become enrolled with the program financial literacy skills will be provided and reviewed. Participants will be required to complete a budget and adhere to recommendations to increase housing and financial stability such as utilization of all eligible benefits, seeking entitlements or income and utilization of local support programs (food pantries, available financial donations, etc.) Veteran/ Veteran family will actively participate, to their ability, in the housing search; once a unit is identified, the landlord must be willing to provide third party payment verification and a lease will be required for assistance to be distributed on the veteran’s behalf (duration of this agreement can vary). Participants will be expected to maintain compliance with their lease as well as program participation agreement(s).

Light house- 3 of those beds is for homeless vets and they are referred by VA.

	The Lighthouse is a 10-bed permanent supportive housing program.  3 of the 10 beds being transitional beds for veterans who are referred by the Albany VA, we work closely with Vet help, the VA and the Albany Housing Coalition.  We provide safe and affordable housing for disabled adults with a history of chronic homelessness.  All residents receive case management services, medication management and life skills support from staff (24 hrs./day, 7 days/week).  The lighthouse is a housing first model of PSH.  Our other residential program located at the 834 is also permanent supported Housing with 15 studio apartments. The residents that live in this program are more independent, and can be responsible for their own medications and appointments needing less supervision. Both programs use the housing first model with the Lighthouse being one of the first in this area, all the services offered by Bethesda House is available to all our residents.

Participants will receive a rent subsidy to assist them in maintaining an affordable apartment.
