PROCEDURE FOR CANCELLATION OF GLUCOSE TOLERANCE TEST

I.
Cancellation Due to Elevated Fasting Glucose
A.
Confirm cancellation with ordering physician or designated pathologist.  (Phlebotomist will do this.)

B.
Indicate on the paper work (A2K slip or other paper work) the time of cancellation, reason for cancellation and who the physician was who approved it (who called).

C.
Send the paper work to the Out Patient Receiving area.  Staff in the Out Patient Receiving area will forward the paper work to the supervisor/charge person in Chemistry.

D.
The supervisor/charge person will enter the appropriate cancel code and document next to the first cancelled glucose of the tolerance test, time of test cancellation and “called to” information.

E. Follow cancellation procedure located in the Chemistry Receiving Manual.

NOTE:  All cancellations should be done by Chemistry supervisor/designee.

II.
Cancellation Due to Patient Request or Because Patient Vomits or does Not Return
A.
Phlebotomist notifies physician about cancellation and asks if he wants to reschedule.

B.
Indicate on the paper work (A2K slip or other paper work) the time of cancellation, reason for cancellation and physician notified.

C.
Send the paper work to the Out Patient Receiving area.  Staff in the Out Patient Receiving area will forward the paper work to the supervisor/charge person in Chemistry.

D.
The supervisor/charge person will enter the appropriate cancel code and document next to the first cancelled glucose of the tolerance test, time of test cancellation and “called to” information.

E. Follow cancellation procedure located in the Chemistry Receiving Manual.

NOTE:  All cancellations should be done by Chemistry supervisor/designee.
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
